Requirements:  

1. To maintain a regular exchange of information concerning assigned topics with all EPALS participants.

2. To keep copies of all correspondences (yours and theirs) in a binder/notebook.

3. To record thoughts, ideas, opinions, etc. concerning these correspondences in the journal section of your binder.  Minimum of six journal entries!

4. There will be 8 assignments in this project.  All must be completed to pass.

Assignments:

1. Introduce Yourself

2. School:  time, classes, likes/dislikes, etc.
3. Family/Home: where you live, what you live in, neighborhood, your room, your family, etc.
4. Sports/Extracurricular/Leisure Activities: What do you like to do outside of school, Why, Explain the activities, Music, Movies, etc.

5. Survey or Data Collection:  You will send your e-pal a survey/questionnaire that you have created about a topic you or your peers want to know more about.  This will give you another perspective.  **Ask them if they have friends who would also do this for you**

6. History: Thoughts and ideas about various historical events and the state of the world today.
7. Culture/Customs/ and Foods: This is where we COOK!  Your family culture, customs, and foods.

Objectives
1. Students will compose well-written emails to their ePals.
2. Students will practice the conventions of standard English when writing their emails. For some writers, this will be authentic practice in their second (target) language.
3. Students will practice the important 21st century skills of collaboration, communication and critical thinking.
4. Students will work collaboratively to create a final digital presentation that represents their learning from the project.
5. Students will build a relationship via email with a student in another region of the world.
